November 18, 2008
Commissioner Freitas called the meeting to order at 1600 hrs with Commissioners Hershey, Gates, Fossos and Harris in attendance.  Commissioner Thompson called; he may be a little late. Board Secretary Lauri Perry recording.
Pledge of Allegiance was led by David Schwartz.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Commissioner Freitas asked for the approval of the minutes of the October 16, 2008 Commissioner’s meeting and the November 6, 2008 Special Meeting, Commissioner Hershey made a Motion to approve both sets of minutes from October 16, 2008 and November 6, 2008.  Motion passed unanimously.  
COMMISSIONERS COMMENTS/COMMITTEE REPORTS

Commissioner Fossos reported that he had the distinct honor and privilege to attend the Academy graduation.  He was recently elected as Vice President of the Retired Firefighters of Washington Committee.  He also attended the Finance committee meeting; they discussed property and he attended the Special meeting – on November 6th.

Commissioner Hershey reported that he attended the Special Meeting on November 6th, the Recruit Graduation; congratulations to all of the recruits, glad to have them here.  Yesterday, he attended the IEMC Meeting at the Federal Way City Hall and he attended the Finance committee meeting, it was a good meeting and a busy month.

Commissioner Gates stated that he attended the Finance Committee meeting on October 17th, the WFCA Conference October 23rd - 25th, the WFCA Healthcare Board Meeting, the Strategic Leadership Meeting on November 4th, the Special Meeting on November 6th, and the Recruits graduation on November 7th, congratulations to the graduates.  He also attended the Elder Watch presentation at the Des Moines Community Center on November 12th, the City Access meeting, the Federal Way Government Liaison Committee meeting and the IEMC Meeting on November 13th.      Today he attended the Finance committee meeting and tomorrow he will be attending a meeting in Olympia to review the WFCA Healthcare Manager resumes and hopefully he will be back from Olympia in time to attend the King County Fire Commissioners meeting in Shoreline.  Commissioner Gates noted that if Commissioner Thompson was here, he isn’t sure if he would thank him or be mad at him for getting him involved with the WFCA Board.  Chief Church and Commissioner Freitas congratulated Commissioner Gates for being named President of the WFCA. 
Commissioner Harris noted that he attended the Strategic Leadership meeting on November 4th, the Special Meeting on November 6th, the recruit graduation on November 7th, the IEMC Meeting and tomorrow he will be attending the King County Commissioners Meeting at Shoreline.

Commissioner Freitas reported that he attended most of the meetings that most everyone else has mentioned, actually some of the meetings he liked so much he attended the IEMC meeting twice.  He has seen members of the School Board at the IEMC meetings which is a first this is exciting and he has seen a number of individuals from Lakehaven, but we continue to lead the way with members attending a number of IEMC meetings.  On a personal note he is working to change RCW 38.52.10 so that fire districts will be able to issue their own emergency worker cards. 

PUBLIC COMMENTS

Wayne Corey noted they have rolled out the Elder Watch Program and he thanked A/C Plumlee, Commissioners Gates and Freitas for attending the presentation at the Des Moines Senior Center.  Wayne passed out Elder Watch brochures to everyone.
FEDERAL WAY AMATEUR RADIO CLUB
Commissioner Freitas introduced David Schwartz, the President of the Federal Way Amateur Radio Club and he thanked him for being here tonight.  David presented a plaque to Chief Church thanking South King Fire & Rescue for 10 years of support.
COMMISSIONERS COMMITTEE REPORT

Commissioner Freitas mentioned that we had a Finance Committee meeting and Commissioner Hershey added that the Finance Committee has had several opportunities to review the budget, during the Finance committee meeting and the Special meeting.  Chief Church added that the budget was updated yesterday when he received new numbers from Hazel at King County, the AV (Assessed Valuation) went down a little but the numbers from our contract with Valley Regional Fire Authority went up a little which equals a $1500.00 increase in our bottom line from when we reviewed the budget at the Special Meeting on November 6th.
RESOLUTION #437 ADOPTING A BUDGET FOR 2009
Chief Church read Resolution #437 into record, as briefly follows: WHEREAS, the King County Assessor has notified the Commissioners of South King Fire and Rescue (aka KCFPD #39) that the assessed valuation of real properties lying within the boundaries of said District for the calendar year of 2008 is approximately $15,530,066,934.



NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT:

1. The 2009 Operating Expenditure Budget (for the Current Expense Fund) of the fire district will be $22,430,215.

The 2009 Capital Expenditure Budget of the fire district will be $961,978.

The 2009 G.O. Bond Fund within the City of Des Moines (old K.C.F.P.D. #26 Bond issue) of the fire district will be $444,777.

2. The Honorable County Council of King County, Washington is hereby requested to make a regular property tax levy for 2008, collected in 2009, for South King Fire and Rescue of $23,732,502 (which is a combination of the regular property tax levy, including new construction, as well as the G.O. Bond Fund collection).

3. The County Comptroller of King County, Washington be and is hereby authorized and directed to deposit and sequester the monies received from the collection of the tax levy specified in Paragraph #2 above in the amounts and funds specified below:

A.
$23,287,725 to the Current Expense Fund of said District. 

B.
$444,777 to the General Obligation Bond Fund of said District.

Commissioner Hershey made a Motion to approve Resolution #437 adopting the Budget for 2009.
Commissioner Thompson arrived at 1616 hours.

Motion passed unanimously.

RESOLUTION #438 INCREASING THE REAL PROPERTY TAX FOR COLLECTION IN 2009 TO FUND BUDGET

Chief Church read Resolution # 438 into record, as briefly follows: BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Commissioners of South King Fire and Rescue that an increase in the regular property tax levy, in addition to any amount resulting from the addition of new construction and improvements to property and any increase in the value of state-assessed property, and notwithstanding the 1% limitation of RCW 84.55.0101 as amended, is hereby authorized for the 2008 property tax levy to be collected in 2009 in an amount not to exceed $1.50 per $1,000 of assessed valuation, which is approximately $23,287,725 (including new construction). This represents a dollar increase of $1,134,489 over 2008 or an increase of approximately 5.19% (not including new construction).

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED by the Board of Commissioners of South King Fire and Rescue that The Honorable County Council of King County, Washington is hereby requested to make a property tax levy for 2008, collected in 2009, for South King Fire and Rescue in such amount as deemed necessary and appropriate, and as set forth in the budget resolution, to pay the principal and interest due upon the general obligation bonds heretofore issued by King County Fire Protection District No. 26, which has now merged into South King Fire and Rescue; that amount being approximately $444,777. 

Commissioner Fossos made a Motion to approve Resolution #438, Increasing the Real Property Tax for Collection in 2009 to Fund Budget.  Motion passed unanimously.  Chief Church thanked the Board of Commissioners and his entire team for their efforts and hard work on the budget; this was version #49 of the budget.

RESOLUTION #439 AUTHORIZING THE CREATION OF A VENDOR LIST
Commissioner Gates spoke on behalf of the Finance Committee and they recommended the approval of Resolution #439, Vendor list, this was discussed at the Finance meeting and they also recommend that a Special Meeting be scheduled to discuss the property options with the entire Board.  Chief Church read Resolution #439 into record.  Commissioner Gates made a Motion to approve Resolution #439 Authorizing the Creation of a Vendor List.   Motion passed unanimously.

PROPERTIES AND EASEMENTS
Commissioner Gates spoke on behalf of the Finance Committee and they recommended the approval of the Easement with Lakehaven Utility District; this was discussed with D/C Knorr and the Finance Committee earlier today.  Commissioner Gates made a Motion to approve the Easement with Lakehaven Utility District.    Commissioner Freitas thanked D/C Knorr for working on this and getting more information for the Board.  Motion passed unanimously.

INTRODUCTION OF NEW EMPLOYEES
Chief Church stated that we have a few folks to recognize today and he called A/C Plumlee to the front to assist him.  Chief Church noted that we have eight (8) recruits that are certified FF1 and FFII, they are currently assigned to the Training Division until December 12th, and they will be starting on shift.  Before they receive their certificate they will each need to answer a question, Chief Church called them to the front in the following order and he read their certificate and he and A/C Plumlee congratulated them:

COMMISSIONER REPORT
Commissioner Thompson reported that he has been doing a lot of reading on the budget and talked to a number of individuals since he was unable to attend the Special meeting.  Everyone has done a great job putting the budget together.  He added that he attended the King County Commissioners Executive Board Meting, the WFCA Board Meeting, it was his last Board meeting as a Region 6 Representative, Jim Farrell will be the new Region 6 Rep and Commissioner Hershey will be the alternate.  Commissioner Hershey has served his last term as President of the King County Commissioners Assoc.  Commissioner Fossos thanked Commissioner Thompson for his role as a Region 6 Rep, he is always a fighter and he did an outstanding job.
CHIEF/ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT
Chief Church reported that he is ready to sign the contract for our Retreat and he double checked that Sunday, March 8th still worked for everyone. He is looking forward to the King County Commissioners Legislative presentation tomorrow by the WFCA, WFC and WSCFF.  Also, the Commissioners from Pierce and Kitsap Counties have been invited.  Chief Church reminded everyone that Friday, November 21st at 0900 hours, there is a JLM Meeting; he is unable to attend since he will be in Spokane but A/C Plumlee will run the meeting.  Chief Church and Chief Senter will be going to Spokane to make a RFA (Regional Fire Authority) and consolidation presentations to the Mayor and City Council, it seems that the municipalities have been hit pretty hard with the tough economic situation; they are looking at other options. Next week, there is a meeting with the WSCFF to discuss each others legislative goals and see where we can support one another and Chief Senter is working on setting up a meeting with the WFCA to discuss their legislative goals for 2009.  

Chief Church reminded the Commissioners to take a look at the 2009 Commissioners meeting dates and the dates for the JLM Meetings, we hope to adopt them at the December meeting, if you have any conflicts, please contact Lauri Perry.  Also, we will be holding a Special Meeting of the Board after December 9th to discuss properties; we will be inviting several individuals to make presentations.

EMERGENCY OPERATIONS/ SPECIAL OPERATIONS/EMS/WELLNESS & FITNESS
A/C Plumlee congratulated the eight (8) new recruits and B/C Trackwell who will be promoted to Deputy Chief on January 1, 2009.  FF Smothers is currently on light duty; he is working on making sure all of the EMT certifications are current.  The holidays are fast approaching and the signs are out in front of our Stations for the Food & Toy Drive. For Christmas the Foundation is also adopting FF Bryant’s group over in Iraq, they will be putting together 125 boxes on November 24th at 1600 at Station 26.
B/C Trackwell had nothing to report.

B/C Chaney noted that he was glad to be back from the East Coast; he was attending some classes at the National Labor College.

B/C Olson thanked the department for supporting outside training and those individuals that are continuing their education.

At 1645 hours the meeting recessed to reconvene in 10 minutes.

At 1655 hours the meeting reconvened.
Chief Church thanked B/C Olson, B/C Trackwell, D/C Pennington, Kendra Kay & Yvette Dominguez for attending the WFC Strategic Meeting; it was another incredible turn out of support.  There were a number of Chiefs from other departments that would like to be Honorary Chiefs of South King Fire & Rescue.
LOGISTICS FLEET/FACILITIES & ACCREDITATION

D/C Knorr thanked the Budget Committee for meeting with him earlier today and for approving the Easement with Lakehaven and for the approval of Resolution # 439 authorizing the Vendor List.  Fleet is currently working on some modifications E62 and Facilities is currently working on the new office for the IT Director.  He would have enjoyed attending the recruit graduation but he was attending a class put on by the Auditors in regards to the Bid laws.  D/C Knorr added that in mid December there will be a few meetings set-up with the Architects and the SLP Bond planning committees.  The Engineers have been assessing Station 63 to see what changes if any need to be made, we want to make sure that this Station will last us another 20-30 years or we may need to look at replacing it in the Bond.  So, far it seems there are a few things that need to be addressed
EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT/PUBLIC EDUCATION

D/C Thorson thanked everyone that attended the IEMC Classes.  On Monday, he met the new Federal Way Police PIO.  There seems to be a lot going on in Des Moines, they are working on a comprehensive Emergency Management Plan but they have met some opposition from the Des Moines Police.  We will continue to address this situation as we need to be able to activate their EOC if there is the need; we want to be an Emergency Management partner not just a supporting agency.  On December 9th, there is a table top exercise with the City of Des Moines.  Next week we will be making our annual Emergency Preparedness food purchase, we will be able to donate last year’s food to the food bank.
PREVENTION 
Chief Church reported that D/C Biesold is unable to be here tonight, his written report is in your packet.
TRAINING/SAFETY
D/C Pennington thanked the Commissioners for approving the budget the training division has been busy with night evals, they are half way through, and they are going well.  He added that he is Vice Chair to the WFC Training & Safety Committee.
HUMAN RESURCES
Mary Stevens reported that it is nice to be here tonight, this year she is attending Advancing Leadership and their meetings are normally the same day as the Commissioners meetings.  Mary added that she is proud of all of our recruits and she was truly humbled when Chief Church asked her to be a part of the pinning of the badge ceremony of the recruits.  She is currently working on open enrollment and this year there is a new option for Deferred comp – the IAFF Nationwide.  With the adoption of the budget comes some personnel changes, retirements, promotions and a few new firefighters.  We have also started preparing for the Captains exam; information will be going out the first of the year.
INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY
Chief Church reported that IT Director Ganem is unable to be here tonight, he is attending a funeral out of state, and his written report is in your packet.

FINANCE
CFO Lawson reported that he is working on the requested changes on the reserve fund accounts and he has a meeting scheduled with King County regarding the funds.  He will probably have a Resolution for the commissioners to sign next month on the amounts and the names of the reserve accounts.

NOVEMBER BUDGET

A RESOLUTION of the Board of Commissioners of 

South King Fire and Rescue (aka KCFPD #39), King County, Washington, 

Increasing the Real Property Tax


WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners had properly given notice of the public hearing held November 6th, 2008 to consider the District’s revenue sources and current expense budget for the 2009 calendar year, pursuant to RCW 84.55.120; and


WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners in the course of considering the budget for 2009 has reviewed all sources of revenue and examined all anticipated expenses and obligations; and


WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners, after the hearing and after duly considering all relevant evidence and testimony presented, has determined that South King Fire and Rescue requires an increase in property tax revenue from the previous year, in addition to the increase resulting from the addition of new construction and improvements to property and any increase in the value of state-assessed property, in order to discharge the expected expenses and obligations of the District and in its best interest; and


WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners has determined that, due to projected cost increases for supplies, labor and utilities and other factors, the Board of Commissioners finds that there is a substantial need to increase the regular property tax levy rate above the rate of inflation as determined by the national implicit price deflator; and


WHEREAS, the voters have passed and approved Initiative 747, which amended RCW 84.55 and thus limits the property tax increase in a taxing district’s tax levy to 1% over and above the highest previous levy, unless the voters approve an increase greater than the limit at a duly-called election as allowed by RCW 84.55.050 and RCW 84.55.0101 as amended; and


WHEREAS, the Commissioners of South King Fire and Rescue did duly submit to the resident electors of the district a measure allowing the 1% limit to be exceeded for six years, and the electors did approve such measure at the August 21st, 2007 primary election, for a levy to be collected in 2009, including a tax revenue increase not to exceed 6% (in addition to the increase resulting from the addition of new construction and improvements to property and any increase in the value of state-assessed property) over the amount collected in 2008, but not to exceed the amount of $1.50 per thousand of assessed valuation. 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Commissioners of South King Fire and Rescue that an increase in the regular property tax levy, in addition to any amount resulting from the addition of new construction and improvements to property and any increase in the value of state-assessed property, and notwithstanding the 1% limitation of RCW 84.55.0101 as amended, is hereby authorized for the 2008 property tax levy to be collected in 2009 in an amount not to exceed $1.50 per $1,000 of assessed valuation, which is approximately $23,287,725 (including new construction). This represents a dollar increase of $1,134,489 over 2008 or an increase of approximately 5.19% (not including new construction).
