Chief Church asked the group to think of 3-key goals that they would like to see the fire department work on, below is the list:

1. More efforts to educate elderly and diverse community

· Ukrainian, Spanish, Korean and other immigrants who do not speak English

2. Maintain our Class 2 insurance rating and educate the public on the importance of this rating

· Des Moines improve from a class 3 to a class 2

3. Restore or reserve funds for capital equipment and funding.
4. Get rid of the hospital district #1 (overlap area)

· Eliminate the “islands” to clean up the district boundary
